The Building Regulations and associated documents for all areas include tables giving maximum permissible spans under various loading
conditions, for timber for joists, rafters and purlins. These tables were compiled for the old system of strength classes described in the 1991
edition of BS 5268 Part 2.

The bulk of British-grown structural softwood is expected to be supplied to strength class C16. This is the equivalent to the old strength class
SC3. These span tables are for domestic floor joists for C16 timber. The tables have been compiled in accordance with BS 5268 Part 7
Recommendations for the calculation basis for span tables are available from TRADA. Section 7.1 Domestic floor joists.
